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The inaugural Central Asia-European Union
Summit and the International Climate Forum -
held in Samarkand last week and attended by EU
leaders Antonio Costa and Ursula von der Leyen
alongside the heads of the five Central Asian
nations - stood out as a significant moment amid
today’s turbulent global context.

At a time when the international system is strained
by crises of trust, conflict, and economic
fragmentation, Uzbekistan, at the heart of Central
Asia, demonstrated that an alternative agenda is
not only desirable but increasingly achievable: one
anchored in mutual respect, constructive
cooperation, and joint efforts to address
development challenges.

Central Asia — a region bordering Russia to the
north, China to the east, and Afghanistan to the
south — was, just a decade ago, widely seen as a
zone of unresolved conflicts and sealed borders.
Today, it is gaining recognition as a region marked
by increasing stability, connectivity, and openness.

A recent illustration of this transformation was the
signing of the historic Agreement on the Junction
Point of State Borders and the Declaration of
Eternal Friendship by the leaders of Uzbekistan,
Kyrgyzstan, and Tajikistan, just prior to the Central
Asia-EU summit. These agreements helped resolve
longstanding territorial disputes and opened new
opportunities for regional cooperation.
